And	probably	the	most	crucial	
kind	of	knowledge	is	the	knowledge	of	what	God	is	like	in	salvation.	That	is	what	the	five	points	of	
Calvinism	are	about.	Not	the	power	and	sovereignty	of	God	in	general,	but	his	power	and	sovereignty	in	
the	way	he	saves	people.	That	is	why	these	points	are	sometimes	called	the	doctrines	of	grace.	To	
experience	God	fully,	we	need	to	know	not	just	how	he	acts	in	general,	but	specifically	how	he	saves	
us—how	he	saved	me?

Seated	in	his	living	room	and	in	front	of	a	warm	fire	he	recalls	the	
people	and	events	that	inspired	his	thought	and	shaped	his	life;	of	his	
friendship	with	J	R	R	Tolkien;	why	he	nearly	abandoned	the	Narnia	
Chronicles;	how	he	came	to	embrace	Christianity	and	of	the	American	
woman	who	turned	his	life	upside	down.
